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Syllable Structure and Co—occurrence Restrictions in Korean
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In this presentation we argue for syllable structure and co-occurrence restrictions in Korean, in particular concerning
monosyllabic verb/noun stems.

First, segmental frequency and distribution in onset, nucleus, and coda of Korean monosyllabic stems are presented, which
shows a correlation with syllable typology. Next, co-occurrence restrictions about complexity and place of articulation are
discussed. As in many other languages which are genetically unrelated, Korean disfavors the co-occurrences of marked
laryngeal features, and of the segments from the same place of articulation.

Finally, the positional predictability of aspiration in Korean is proposed, along with a typological research about aspiration
in 64 languages.
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
